STEWARDSHIP 

What has been done?  What needs to be done?   
What is non-negotiable? 

As we look at the issue of Stewardship and sacrificial giving two 
issues arise: first, what are the non-negotiables in our ministry 
as a Catholic Parish; and secondly, what are our needs.  Much 
attention has been spent on our buildings in the last three 
years, below is a comprehensive list.  But buildings are really an 
ancillary part of what it means to be Church.  We have begun a 
new Faith Formation Process with assistance from the diocese.  
We will be looking to request a second grant for next year.  But 
this is only seed money.  We will need to prepare to take on the 
cost of Faith Formation into our budget.  Though the Felician 
Order has graciously taken a cut in their income from the sisters 
to assist us in meeting our budget, the Homebound Ministry is 
part of our budget.  How central to the mission of Jesus is 
passing on the faith to another generation and growing in it 
ourselves and connecting our homebound with the parish?  
How else might we want to expand our ministries?  Can we 
reasonably?  Reflections on these issues in prayer are a part of 
Christian stewardship.  From a practical aspect, all of our 
buildings are each on one thermostat.  What will the cost be to 
regionalize each building?  How soon will we see a financial 
benefit?  The poor condition of the parish and cemetery 
garages needs to be attended to immediately as well as the 
brick work on the church.  As we pray and prepare for 
COMMITMENT SUNDAY next week, as a community the 
mission of the church and its practical side need to be taken 
into account.  What is important to us at Saint Stan’s? 
CHURCH 
Entrance: repainted, wooden ceiling cleaned and front door 
sanded and polyurethaned; upper entranceway partially 
repainted; chimney re-pointed, broken slate replaced, flat part of 
roof over the front entrance and back part of the church 
resealed; new side door installed; new sink and counter in the 
sacristy installed; cleaned out: furnace and adjacent work room, 
candle room and crawlspace under the transepts and two 
rooms above the sacristies.  Historical items saved. 
CENTER 
front entranceway repainted and new carpet; basement girl’s 
room repainted; toilet plumbing replaced (old and outdated); old 
coolers removed and corridor cleaned out; First fl: 4 rooms 
repainted; 3 floors sanded; library dismantled for Faith 
Formation; books being dispersed to Saint Mary’s Institute, 
Montgomery County Historical Society, Literacy program and 
parish sale; books of historical significance to the parish and 
useful for faith formation and the preschools were kept.  
Second fl: 3 rooms repainted and 2 floors sanded. Third fl: 
nothing significant has as yet been done. 
CONVENT 
basement and attic cleaned out; first floor entirely repainted; 
shower installed in first floor bath. 

RECTORY 

new windows throughout: 83 in number. Third fl: cleaned, 
new shear curtains throughout, new bedding and towels; 3 
rooms and 2 baths available.  Second fl: 2 rooms repainted, 
new shear curtains and mini-blinds throughout; new 
furniture: desk, credenza, books shelves, Morris chair, love 
seat and end table; computer and printer. First fl: new shear 
curtains and mini-blinds – front of the building; living room, 
sun room, dinning room and two ante chambers repainted; 
five new area carpets; new furniture: Morris chair and 
footstool, couch and two end tables, coffee table and two 
side tables.  In a number of rooms work has been done on 
the ceilings due to water leakage and damage. Basement: 
cleaned; school records, historical material and parish 
financial records properly ordered and stored.

� Catholics who are divorced and married outside 
of the Church DO incur the discipline of not being 
able to receive the sacraments.  This disciple is not 
to be experienced as a punishment but to underlie 
the serious nature of marriage and divorce in the 
hopes that the individuals will address the issue with 
spouses or through the Church’s annulment 
processes.
